YOU CAN MODIFY THE (YOU) LINES TO FIT YOUR PERSONALITY.  REWRITE AND BE CREATIVE!

SOUND ADVICE: You can perform this routine by playing the mp3 on a quality "boom box" portable stereo mp3 player in small areas, or over a professional sound system in large areas such as an auditorium or outside. Do not play on a small inexpensive player because the sound will distort when you try to play it loudly.  

The mp3 should be played with plenty of volume.  Kids will be laughing hard and will miss the routine if it is too quiet, and adults may keep laughter to a minimum for fear of missing parts of the program.  The volume of the mp3 should be set about the same as if you were speaking over a microphone to be heard by the group, or louder.  

It is best to have the mp3 played over a public address system and have the soundman preset the volume level to be compatible with your microphone level.

You may want to actively pause the mp3 during your performance in case you get a large audience laugh (we hope you do) after one of the jokes.

Breathe in (sniff, sniff)…Breathe out (puff-puff)…Breathe in (sniff, sniff)…Breathe out (puff, puff) …Breathe…(when sniffing, pull the lions head back slightly twice with mouth closed – when puffing out, move his head forward quickly with mouth open twice. )
YOU 
What are you doing? 

LION 
I’m singing a song.   

YOU 
But why are you singing THAT song?

LION 
So I won’t forget how to breathe. 

(LAUGHTER)  

Breathe in (sniff, sniff)…Breathe out (puff, puff)…   
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YOU
So you won’t forget to BREATHE?

LION
Yeah… I forget things easily.   There must be a screw loose in there somewhere. (rattles head)

Breathe in (sniff, sniff)…Breathe out (puff, puff)…   

YOU
That’s just silly…


LION
Well, if I don’t sing that song, then I won’t remember to breathe.   Breathe in (sniff, sniff)… Breathe out (sniff, sniff)…  

YOU
(Close his mouth with your hand)    Try it.   
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LION
UMM...UMM  (Okay)
YOU
Don’t sing the song.   Okay?

LION
(hand still over mouth)   MMMM….(remove hand)  



Breath music

LION
(Starts shaking as if holding breath increasing in intensity…Looking back and forth at you and audience nervously  Sudden GASP OF AIR)  …..GASP!!!!

YOU
See you’re breathing.  You don’t need a song to remember silly things.

LION
Oh…good point!   (Looking away, singing to himself ) I don’t need a song to remember silly things…I don’t need a song to remember silly things…I don’t need a song to re….

YOU
What are you doing now?

LION
I didn’t want to forget that.  
 (LAUGHTER)
YOU
Well, you should only try to remember important things.   

LION
Oh, oh, oh…I DO remember important things!

YOU
Sing one of THOSE songs for us then.

LION 
Okay.  Here’s a song that helps me remember something VERY important… (singing)
I’m a lion, I’m a lion, don’t forget it, I’m a lion,

I’m a lion, I’m a lion…

YOU
Stop! Do you really need a song to remember you’re a lion?

LION
Well, I do forget things a lot (rattles head).
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Rattle fx  

YOU
You could just look in the mirror and see your big mane. (touch his mane)
LION
Uhh…

YOU
Or look at your tail and see the tuft on it.   (pull his tail around to the front of him as he looks at it)

LION
Aawh…that’s cute.



YOU
Or open your mouth and give a big roar.   Only lions can roar.

LION
Okay (clears throat)  ror….Cough cough, cough wheeze…..…(you look concerned) .must have been a fur ball.     (LAUGHTER)
Okay, here we go…roar…(clears throat) ...roar…(clears throat)…..ROARRRRRR!!  (When he roars,  a big shocked look!)

See, you’re a lion.  That’s easy to remember.  

LION

Yup.   The WHOLE THING!
