SOUND ADVICE: You can perform this routine by playing the mp3 on a quality "boom box" portable stereo mp3 player in small areas, or over a professional sound system in large areas such as an auditorium or outside. Do not play on a small inexpensive player because the sound will distort when you try to play it loudly.  

The mp3 should be played with plenty of volume.  Kids will be laughing hard and will miss the routine if it is too quiet, and adults may keep laughter to a minimum for fear of missing parts of the program.  The volume of the player should be set about the same as if you were speaking over a microphone to be heard by the group, or louder.  

It is best to have the mp3 played over a public address system and have the soundman preset the volume level to be compatible with your microphone level.

Begin your presentation with the puppet in a case or off-stage out of view.

OPENING MUSIC

Hi buddy.

Hi…what are we doing here?

Y
We’re entertaining these folks.

P
You’re funny?  Pbbbtt.  (shake puppets head left to right with mouth closed)

Hahahaha!                (LAUGHTER)                 So…so that’s your job?

Y
Yes.                    (LAUGHTER)
P
I wish I had a job.

Y
You do – to entertain people with me.

P
How would I do that?

Y
Well, you just tell a few jokes and make people laugh.

P
Make people laugh?  (looks at audience)   Like this?  (twists face into a funny expression)


(LAUGHTER)
Y
Yes, like that!  Very good.

P
No, I want a real job…
What will I be?

That’s the question for me,

If I could be anything what would I be?

If I could choose any job from A to Z

I know there’s something out there for me!

(suddenly has a bright idea)

I got it!  I want to be a boss…in charge…in my own business.  I can see it now…maybe I’ll own a shopping mall.  Yeah!

dream sequence- sfx of a busy crowd shopping
(puppet looks around)   Wow…look at all those shoppers in my mall…there must be hundreds of them!  I’m going to make a lot of money today!  Look at those kids buying toys over there…Look at the jewelry store…and the snack bar…and the music shop…Hey, look at those four guys over there.  They don’t have very nice clothes on.  Maybe they are going to buy some new clothes in my clothing store. 

(looks at you)  Hmmmm…you know,  you could use some new clothes too!

(LAUGHTER)

Y
Hey!


P
You could go shopping at my new mall and…

alarm, screams fx   (You and puppet look shocked in a specific direction)
P
Oh, no!!!

Y
What’s happening?

P
Those four guys are robbing the clothing store!  Somebody help!!

Y
You better call the police.

P
Me?  Why me?

Y
Because it’s your mall, isn’t it?

P
Oh, forget about that!  I don’t want to be a mall owner at all.  That’s a crummy job!

Y
(start to talk to the puppet as he interrupts)
P
What will I be?


That’s the question for me,


If there’s no limits to what I can do,


And lots of choices that I can pick through,


I know there’s some possibility,


A job that is perfectly made for me!

(another bright idea)

I know…I know what kind of a job I want!

Y
What’s that?

P
I’m going to be a fireman! 

Y
Oh…

P
I’ve got my fire hat on, I’m holding an axe, and I’m ready to go whenever I get the call.

phone rings 2 times   (you look at an imaginary phone and back at the puppet)
Y
Well? (ring) Aren’t you going to answer it?

P
Could you help me with the phone?  I’m holding an axe you know.      (LAUGHTER)
Y
Sure…here  (hold hand with fingers extended like a phone, pick up and hold to puppet’s head)

P
Hello, Fire Department.


(Phone voice: Help, help! The building is on fire!!) 

Y
Who is it?

P
It’s someone who says their building is on fire…ON FIRE???  HELP!!!  HELP!!!  HELP!!!

Y
Hey…hey, calm down, calm down!  You’re the fireman.

P
Oh yeah, (speaking into phone) ah…ah… sorry about that, I kind of lost it there. Ah…it’s a new job so I wasn’t really ready for the phone to…


(Phone voice: Help!!!   Fire!!!  Help me!!)
Y
Okay, okay….get out of the building.   I’ll be right there.  

 (you pretend to hang up finger phone)  click fx
P
Quick…get the fire truck started!  We’ve got to go!  Oh, this is exciting…my first call!


siren fx    (You pretend to be on the imaginary ride with the puppet)

Oh, wow…here we go, holding on to the fire truck speeding down the city block with the wind blowing on my face…Oh yes sir, I can hardly wait….wait (becoming more stressed)…WAIT!!

Screeching brakes fx
Y
What’s the matter?

P
Uh, uh…that’s the biggest fire I’ve ever seen!  What do I do?  What do I do?

Y
You’ve gotta go in there and put the fire out.

P
Not me!  I can’t do it!  It’s too hot!

Y
You’ve got your coat on.

P
There’s too much smoke!

Y
You’ve got your mask on!

P
Mask?  Oh no!  I forgot my mask!   (coughing- you pat him on the back)  


I can’t do this…(cough)…I can’t do this!…(cough)… SAVE ME!!! (puts his head on your shoulder)

Y
(patting his back laughing)  You’re okay…you’re okay.

P
I can’t be a fireman…that’s not for me…whew!  Well, since I’m here with you in front of these folks, maybe I should just be an entertainer and tell a few jokes…like, have you heard the one about…

Y
(interrupting)  Well, that’s a great idea but unfortunately we are out of time.  (start to step back as if putting him away)


P
Wait…wait!  How can I launch my career as an entertainer if I can’t…

Y
(interrupting again) I’m sorry but that’s all the time we have.  Give him/her a hand, folks!


(carry the puppet away as he continues to protest)
CLOSING MUSIC

Hey, hey…I could be great at this…hey, where are we going?  No…back…go back!


I’m gonna be famous!  HELP!!


(put him away)
